For your sleeping area:
Are the tents spread out so there isn’t too much traffic in one area?

Are the openings to your tents facing each other?

For your fire building area:

Are you using a fire ring that is already at the campsite?
What kind of sticks are you using to build your fire?

Are there any trees or plants near your fire ring?

What size fire will you make?

How will you extinguish your fire?
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
